WORDLE

Have you tried the new word game Wordle yet? Here are the screen shots of my attempts to get Monday’s mystery five letter word.

First go to the Wordle page in the New York Times:
https://www.nytimes.com/games/wordle/index.html

Its free and easy to use. Just google the word Wordle: This will come up on your screen:
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Click on the x at the top of the right-hand side and you get this screen:
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Your first move is to enter a five-letter word, I entered ‘tinea’ as it has many vowels in it. Use the key board at home or the one on the screen. 
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Then click on the enter button on the bottom left of the screen keyboard. This was the next screen:
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The colouring tells me that the ‘e’ is in the correct place in the mystery word, that there is a ‘t’ in the word but it is not the first letter, and there is not an ‘i’ or ‘a’ or ‘n’ in the word. There is colouring on the screen keyboard, so don’t hit the grey buttons again!
My next attempt was:
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I put in a ‘n’ which was a mistake as I had already entered an ‘n’ and it was coloured grey. I also know now that there is no second ‘e’ in the word. These were my next four attempts, the last one getting me the correct answer:
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So that was Monday’s Wordle solved, and there will be one each day to keep my brain ticking over.
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Guess the WORDLE in six tries. X

Each guess must be a valid five-letter word. Hit the enter button to submit.

After each guess, the color of the tiles will change to show how close your
quess was to the word.
Examples

E/A]R]

The letter W is in the word and in the correct spot.

PIHLIL]s]

The letter | is in the word but in the wrong spot.

AlGIOE]

The letter U is not in the word in any spot.

‘A new WORDLE will be available each day!
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
